Personally, I enjoyed the deli's namesake 
sandwich, the Bitterman, a hot pastrami;

The 
sandwich was quite good, and although there 
was a bit too much mustard to my liking, it was 
tasty, filling and very acceptable. 

The menu is quite extensive and they do offer 
Peanut Butter and Jelly sandwiches for the 
kids, Salads and Vegetarian sandwiches for 
the anti-meat eaters, soups (sorry, none from 
the "Soup Nazi"), Reubens, Chicago Dogs, 
Bagels and a small selection of desserts. 

The prices at Bitterman's are reasonable and 
lunch will cost anywhere from five to ten 
dollars, which is reasonable considering the 
experience, which is fun and uplifting and will 
actually help to alleviate the stresses of daily 
life.
